	I hope this letter finds you and your family having an enjoyable summer.  On behalf of our entire coaching staff, I want to express how excited we are about you joining our football program!  By becoming a part of the MacArthur Cardinals, you will be joining a program that has experienced a great deal of success at every level over the past seven years.





	There are a few important dates of which you will need to be aware as we approach the start of the 2009 football season.  We will be hosting our annual Freshman Football Camp on Thursday July 30th and Friday July 31st from 9 – 11:30 a.m.  During this camp you will be able to work with the MacArthur HS Coaching Staff, as well as learn the basic offense, defense and special teams system of our football program.  We feel that this camp is vitally important in allowing each player to familiarize himself with the system before football practice starts.  The cost of the camp is $15, which includes a t-shirt.  Registration will begin at 8:30 a.m. on Thursday July 30th.  We will make arrangements for those of you involved in Summer M.A.C. on that day.
